Dustin did not have a written report.  Provided an oral review/updates on various topics.

Discussed that the proposed sales tax increase did not get on the August ballot due to political pressures/power play.  There may be another tax increase on the ballot in November.  The County has to put together a budget for 2011 without the sales tax.  
Standing issue on our Labor/Management agendas will be updates on the budget for 2011.  As far as layoffs, law enforcement is required/mandated by the County Charter.  Most of our positions fall under the mandated area of the Charter.  
The general public is putting pressure on the electeds to negotiate concessions from Labor: zero COLA’s, unpaid furlough days, health premium-share.

At some point will want to get input from our members regarding their priorities. But first we need to hear from the County  - what are they asking us to give up?  Further discussion by the Board.  Budget is gloomy.

Dustin commented that there are constant comparisons between private sector and public sector employees.  

CCAP issues are being addressed at Labor/Management.
Office Report – Mary Martinson

A majority of time has been spent coordinating shipment, communicating with worksite contacts and distributing of new PSEU travel mugs.  Dustin’s delivery of mugs to the members resulted in

numerous worksite visits.  Mary stated a couple of members inquired about being able to get more than one mug.  Could they purchase an additional mug(s), and if so, what would be the cost? Discussion. No decision was made.

Shop Steward Training:  In response to our May 27th e-Newsletter, five members expressed an interest in attending Shop Steward training.  Mary reported she is coordinating setting up the training session.

Reported on year-to-date “My ID Club” fundraising proceeds; continuing to keep pace with last year.
